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FINAL ACT

adopted by the Diplomatic Conference on June 24, 2012

In accordance with the decision by the WIPO General Assembly taken at its

fortieth (20" Ordinary) session (September 2011) to hold a Diplomatic Conference on the
Protection of Audiovisual Performances and following preparations carried out by the
Preparatory Committee of the said Conference and WIPO Secretariat, as well as the
Government of the People’s Republic of China, the Diplomatic Conference on the Protection of
Audiovisual Performances was convened by WIPO and held in Beijing from

June 20 to 26, 2012.

The Diplomatic Conference adopted, on June 24, 2012, the Beijing Treaty on Audiovisual
Performances, which was opened for signature on June 26, 2012.
